QUESTIONS

Crafting effective coaching questions can be difficult without the right framework. When formulating a question,
make sure that your question:

« is simple, clear and open-ended

« avoids starting with “Why,” as the response to this type of question is more useful in counselling and similar
helping processes

« does not convey advice (e.g. “Have you tried X?”)
« will take someone a considerable amount of thought and time in order to formulate a response
« ignites fresh thinking
« provides an answer that is more important to person being coached vs. the leader coach
In this document are 60 example questions broken out into 3 sections. You are encouraged to experiment with

the questions and modify these for your own use. Use the check boxes to keep track of which questions you plan
on using next.

REMINDER:

Neuroscientists assert that it takes approximately 10 seconds for a person to fully contemplate a penetrating
question (in effect, a coaching question). However, most of us remain silent in conversations for only 2—3 seconds.
Learning to welcome silence into your conversations can significantly increase the impact of coaching sessions.
